Introduction

This document contains Word Visual Basic that will enable you to produce a formatted HTML site based on an input document.

The finished document(s) will consist of an HTML page for each section (identified by the main heading), any pictures associated with the input document and a Table Of Contents (which may be your main document site page).

The code relies heavily on the use of bookmarks etc. so before any modifications are made to the defaults within this document please read the warnings and ensure that you are happy with the use of such functions.

This application is freeware (although it is time limited to 15 days). The application does insert some promotional text at the end of every web page produced.

Usage

· The HTML pages produced will follow the document style (i.e. fonts and paragraph layouts) as defined in the Normal.dot Word template. Therefore to change the produced fonts etc., simply modify the fonts in the normal template to match those required and run the application.

· The background image used for this application should be located in a directory called Images and this directory should be placed as a sub-directory to this document. To change the background image, simply copy the new background over the current image (called backgrnd.gif) or modify the text in the Background bookmark below. If there is no filename in the Background bookmark then the pages produced will not have a background setting.

· The site heading for the Table Of Contents is taken from the input document properties (document title), so please ensure that this field is set to the required site title.

· The application searches through the input document for all of the paragraphs that have a style starting with the text "Heading". For this reason, please ensure that any user defined headings within the input document are something beginning with the word "Heading", for example "Heading 1" or "Heading Main". Once the document has been opened, you will be given the option of selecting which document headings are to be included in the Table Of Contents. Only the first selected heading will be used to create the separate sections.

· This document contains the default look and feel for the Table Of Contents and the pages themselves. There are four sections, the top and bottom of the Table Of Contents and the top and bottom of the pages. Each of these are identified by Bookmarks and within each section, additional bookmarks identify where the hyperlinks are to be placed. Changing the pictures, text etc. within these sections can be done within this document but please ensure that any modifications still retain the same functionality (i.e. a Contents, Back and Forward option). Also note that these use bookmarks and, removal or renaming these will render this application non-functional.
