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Installation


Just copy the file picsort.exe and nviewlib.dll in any dir and start it by 


using the explorer or something equal.





Why use PicSort ?


You know the problem of having many pics but don't knowing whether the 


pics are from your grandfather or from your girl-friend ?


You have tryed to sort your pics by using several programs at the same


time ? How cumbersome ! PicSort makes sorting pics easy !


You can pre-define 10 paths in which you can copy or move the picture, you're


looking at by simly pressing the F-Keys.A Delete- and Rename-Function


is included as well as a Slideshow-Module. 





Partition


PicSort consists of a mainwindow and 3 clientwindows. The mainwindow


is just for the mainmenu and has no further sense.





The 3 windows:


a) Image Viewer


b) Current Location


c) Destination 





a) Image Viewer


The Image Viewer shows the pic you have selected in the 


"Current Location"-Window. This may be a GIF, JPG, BMP, ICO, TGA, PCX, DIB,


JIF or WMF.


This window may be minimized by clicking on the closing-symbol(X).





b) Current Location


This window shows the directory and the files you are currently working on.


When selecting a Image, it is automatically loaded into the Image Viewer.


You can copy/move the selected file by pressing F1 to F10, or delete it by


pressing Crtl+Del. After done so, the next image on the list is automatically


loaded.


This window may be minimized by clicking on the closing-symbol(X) only when 


StayOnTop is off (see Options).





c) Destination


In this window you can define the 10 default paths for copying or moving to.


Simply choose a directory by clicking on the Browse-buttons.


The buttons with the caption 'F1','F2',...'F10' do the same like pressing the


corresponding F-Key.


This window may be minimized by clicking on the closing-symbol(X) only when 


StayOnTop is off (see Options).





Hotkeys(work on every window)


F1 - F10: Copy or Move actual file to predefined path


Crtl+Del: Delete actual file


Crtl+R  : Rename actual file 





Options(accessible over the File-Menu) 


Here you can adjust PicSort to your preferences.


But don't forget: Using the grey-image-option slows down the image-loading-process.





Slideshow(accessible over the File-Menu)


If you want to see a SlideShow, just choose the Directory, in which the Images are stored, the Filter.Mask, and 


the Timer-Delay(in seconds) and press Start Slideshow.


Press ESC to exit the Slideshow or press any other key to view the next picture.


If no key is pressed, the next image is loaded automatically after the adjusted period if time.
